They are two distinctly different strategies with different types 
of results.  Choosing the wrong strategy or expecting it to deliver only what 
the other strategy will results in disappointment, frustration and wasted 
investments of valuable marketing dollars. 

 
 

   The goal of Branding, or Top of Mind Awareness, is to position your busi-
ness as the first prospective customers think about when they need your 
product or service.   

 

   Short term or sale advertising must contain a product or service that is 
highly desired now, a call to action (often a sale price or financing incen-

   Unrealistic expectations are the biggest reason.  If Branding is the right 
marketing strategy for your business you will not see results overnight.  In 
fact, the only way to effectively measure the results of a branding cam-
paign is to look at your sales volume after six and twelve months.  This is 
hard for a lot of business owners to accept.  They want it now!
